Dissertation Title: “Straight Talk:  Discourse, Narrative, and the Construction of Male Adolescent Heterosexuality”

Synopsis: My dissertation examines the discursive strategies that virgin and non-virgin adolescent males use to account for their heterosexual activity (or inactivity) in the course of one-on-one “active” interviews.  In the tradition of Glaser and Strauss’ grounded theory, the analysis seeks to contribute to our conceptual understanding of language as a constitutive element in the production of emergent male sexual identities.  The constant comparative method yielded two core findings.  First, the boys articulated three discourses of sexual decision-making to manage their depictions of sex, virginity, women, and themselves during the interviews.  They were piety, conquest, and relationship.  Second, the boys exhibited multiple strategies for managing narrative tensions between these discourses and their sense of themselves as individuals and as masculine young men.  With these two findings, this work offers a new, data-driven conceptual lens for considering adolescent boys as sexual decision-makers.
