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If not attending to Levinas’ arguments regarding time from which his concepts spring, might the philosophical literature of Clarice Lispector be a richer source for psychotherapists and qualitative researchers than Levinas’?  In The Passion According to G.H., she offers a superior articulation of themes found in Levinas’ writing from which the philosophically eloquent not interested in arguments about time might more rewardingly draw.  A reading of The Passion According to G.H. with attention to its style and themes resonant with Levinas’ work will appear as a compelling argument for reading Lispector instead of Levinas.  A review of the role these resonant concepts play in Levinas’ arguments regarding time will highlight unique instances when his work might be indispensable.
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
