20 credits of specialization electives: ENSC 1500 and 15 credits of
specialization elections: BIOL 2350%*, 2520%*, 3650*, 3800%*, 4650* or an approved
course from Blakely Island Field Studies or another university, EVST 3700 or
4640, or Special Topics courses approved by the department. *These courses
will require BIOL pre-requisites.
