The Core is a thoughtfully designed, integrated
curriculum created to help all SU students grow
as scholars, as citizens, and as reflective and
engaged whole persons.

Students who complete an approved Associates
degree (DTA) will be guaranteed junior standing
(90 quarter transfer credits) upon admission to
Seattle University, and eight of the University
Core requirements will be waived. The following
