Departmental Update
ENROLLMENT/STUDENT INTEREST

We begin the 2022-2023 academic year with 340 students- 256 undergraduate students, 84
graduate students, and 7 Crime Analysis Cerfificate students. In the undergraduate program,
forensic psychology is the most popular specialization with 101 students — 71 BA/30 BS (39% of
all CJ undergrads) followed by forensic science with 60 students — 6 BA/54 BS (23% of CJ
undergrads), criminology with 47 students (18% of all CJ undergrads), and administration of
justice with 46 students (18% of all CJ undergrads). The most popular graduate program
specializations are Investigative Criminology with 32 students (38% of all grad students) and
MACJ (no specialization) with 27 students (32% of all grad students), with the remainder of the
students in the Research and Evaluation specialization with 10 students (4% of all grad
students), Victimology with 9 students (3.5% of all grad students), and the MACJ/JD with 3
students (2% of all grad students). We have 21 incoming MACJ students who are graduates of
Boston University, Central Washington University, East Carolina University, Loras College,
Northern Arizona University, Panjab University-Chandigarh, San Diego State University, San
Francisco State University, Seattle Central College, Seattle University, University of Colorado-
Boulder, University of Nigeria-Nsukka, University of Phoenix, University of Sunderland, University
of WA-Seattle, University of WA-Tacoma, Wayne State University, and Western WA University.
