* First or Second year SU student and under the age of 21
* Within 2 years of High School graduation date as of the first day of fall quarter, and under

If you fall into any of the above categories (as of the first day of class for the academic year), you are required to live on campus for the FULL ACADEMIC

YEAR. If student status (class year, age etc.) changes during the academic year, you will not be released from this housing requirement until the following

academic year.

You can apply to be exempt from our residential requirement, if you are living with family in a commutable distance from Seattle University. This is roughly

in a 20 mils mcattle University.
